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General 
This document describes some examples, how to create and use routes and GPX files in 
MyWay Navigator family softwares. 

The examples are made for MyWay Navigator Lite software, but they can be used also with 
MyWay Navigator product. 
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Route storage in MyWay 
The routes are stored in to folder “Memory card\mywayLite\routes” or in 
“Memory card\myway\routes”, depending on the software. 

          
In order to edit or show the file in computer, you need to be able to transfer them. For that 
purpose e.g. Nokia PC Suite is great tool. Examples in this document have been done with 
Nokia PC suite 

Copying routes from MyWay to another MyWay 
1. Shut down MyWay in both mobile phones 

2. Connect first phone to the computer, e.g. with PC-Suite 

3. Browse to myway\routes folder 

4. Copy wanted route to the computer, in to a folder of your choice 

5. Connect next phone to the computer 

6. Copy the wanted route file to another mobile phone in to myway\routes folder 

7. When you open MyWay next time, the new route will appear in the Targets > Routes  
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Working with routes in MyWay 
This chapter describes examples, how to work routes with MyWay 

Drawing the route on map 
5. Select Targets 

 
6. Select Routes 

 
7. Select Create Route  

 
8. Give name for route 

9. Start drawing route on map. Move 
cursor to first route point 

 
a. Hint: You can change between 

cursor types by pressing key 7 

10. Click joystick and select Add Point 

 
11. Move cursor to next route point and 

select Add point . Continue until route 
is ready 

12. After route is ready, select Route 
ready  

 
 

Notes! 

You can zoom and perform other map 
operations from the menu while creating the 
route
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Recording Track as Route 
The tracks recorded in the MyWay are stored in to route folder. Creating and navigating track 
does not require any actions other than record ing the track. 

Recording track 
1. Make sure that the GPS is on and 

receiving data. The GPS can be 
opened from 
Main menu > GPS  or from map view 
by pressing shortcut key 4. 

 
2. Open map 

 
3. Select Menu > Track Menu 

 

4. Start recording  Track 

 
5. After that the track will be drawn on 

screen and the track is recorded. 

6. After you are finished with track, 
select Select Menu > Track Menu 

 
7. Select Stop recording 

 
8. After that, select Save Track  and 

give name for the track. Please note 
that saving the track can take several 
minutes, depending on the track’s 
length. 

 

 
9. After that the track is ready and can 

be loaded from the route menu 
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Loading route on map 
1. Go to main menu 

2. Select Targets 

 
3. Select Routes 

 
4. Select the route you want to open on 

map 

 
5. Select Load to map  

 
Note! Loading long route can take 
several minutes 

6. Now route is loaded to the map and 
can be viewed or navigated 

Navigating the route 
After the route is loaded on map, it can be 
navigated. 

1. You can just view the next route point 
by selecting it as displayed target 
form the Show  menu: 

 

 

2. Or you can select the next route point 
as navigation target, when arrow is 
showing from you to route point and 
the route points are automatically 
visited when you get close to them. 

a. Select Menu > Navigation  

 
b. Select Next route point  

 
c. After that the navigation info is 

showing the next route point 
and arrow is drawn to there. 

 
3. The Route navigation  menu in the 

map and compass view contains 
several tools for Route navigation 
and statistics.  
You can: 

a. See the route length: 

b. See the route info, as distance 
to next route point, time to next 
route point etc. 

c. Edit route settings as skip to 
some point, change direction, 
hide numbers etc. 
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Copying route as line 
The lines can be used to show borders or other lines on map. 

1. Go to main menu 

2. Select Targets 

 
3. Select Routes 

 
4. Select the route you want to open in 

the Line tool 

 
5. Select  Load to Line tool 

 
6. Select the line in the line tool 

 
7. You can change the line type 

   

8. And then Show line on map 

 
9. The lines are shown in all map layers 

    

 
Notes! 

� Having many stored line points will slow starting of the software. 

� Lines are stored in Lines folder similarly as Routes in the Routes folder. Lines can 
be also transferred from phone to another by copying Line file form the Line folder 
to another MyWay’s line folder. 
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Route file format 

General 
Route file format is GPX. GPX is a  public format and is described in internet. GPX format is well 
known and used in many devices. The GPX is XML formatted data. The route points are in tags 
<rte> … </rte>. Each route point is inside of the tag <rtept>. The file can be edited with many 
tools and e.g. with Notepad

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Working with external resources 
Because the GPX is public and well known, there are many commercial and freeware 
applications and devices supporting the format. This chapter describes how to work with 
external resources and softwares with GPX files and routes. 

Exporting route to internet 
This example is created with site: http://www.gpsalbum.com/ . Other sites will work about 
similarly as this site. 

1. Connect your mobile phone and PC 

2. Open GPS album in the internet browser 

3. Log in, (or create account) 

4. Select Add new track: 

 
5. Give track details and select Browse  the file 
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6. Browse to the memory card of the device: 

 
 
And browse the file in there mywayLite folder: 

 
7. Click Open 

8. After that, click Save 
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9. The route is shown and stored in the internet: 

 

Importing route from internet 
This example is created with site: http://www.gpsalbum.com/ . Other sites will work about 
similarly as this site. 

1. Shut down the MyWay first 

2. Connect your mobile phone and PC 

3. Open GPS album in the internet browser 

4. Log in, (or create account) 

5. Search of route 
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6. Select the route you want to load in to MyWay 
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7. Click then Download Track  

 
8. Click Save 

 
9. Save the file in to your computer in to a folder of your choice 

10. Then open e.g. with PC-Suite your memory card, and from there folder: 
mywayLite\routes. 

11. Copy the track from your computer to that folder 

12. Open then MyWay Lite 

13. Select Targets 

 
14. Select Routes 
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15. You can see the route in the list of 
routes 

 
16. Select Load to Map  

 
Note! Loading long route on the map 
can take several minutes. 

17. The route is displayed on the 
MyWay’s map 

 

18. Route can be navigated or numbers 
can be hidden etc from 
Menu > Route Navigation  
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Creating route in another software 
This example is created with site: http://www.marengo-ltd.com/map/ . The route planning can be 
done in several freeware and commercial softwares. 

1. Open web page 

2. Click the map and create route points 
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3. When your route is planned, click the GPX button: 
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4. The dialog shows the route you created in GPX format: 
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5. Copy the GPX data from the dialog and paste it e.g. in the Notepad 

 
6. Save the file in your computer and open the file in your MyWay as described in chapter: 

Importing route from internet  step 9.. 

Note! When creating routes to MyWay, please note that the file is containing <rte> </rte> 
and route points are inside of tags <rtept></rtept>. Other formats will not work. 
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Converting route from another format 
There are several tools for converting route format. One a kind is GPS Babel: 
http://www.gpsbabel.org/ 

1. When converting file from another file format to GPX, please select following settings: 

 
2. Then select Filter  
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3. Depending on the original data type, select the transformation. Make sure that the end 
format is always Routes: 

 
Note! To avoid other data except Route points, select Delete. 

4. Select some location in the computer, where to store the file 

5. Then click let’s go 

 
6. After file is created, you can store and open it in MyWay as described in chapter: 

Importing route from internet  step 9..

Backward compatibility 

Importing route from MyWay 2006 or Mobile Tracker 
Older Tracker softwares stored the track in Track format, when new softwares store them in 
route format. See the difference: 
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To modify old format to new format you can manually edit the file and remove <trkseg> and 
</trkseg> and find and replace text trk  with text rte  

Another possibility to do the conversion is to use conversion softwares as GPS Babel. See 
chapter: Converting route from another format
